QUOTE "Attention Motorcycle Owners!

The requirement for DA Civilians, Civilian Contractors and Family members to be in possession of a valid Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) Card as a requisite for obtaining a USAREUR Motorcycle License in Germany has been rescinded. 
Current requirements are:
 1.  Applicant must be in possession of a valid Civilian Stateside Driver's License with a motorcycle endorsement or country license with a Motorcycle Endorsement or a country Motorcycle License.
2.  Attend the initial Motorcycle Operator's 4 hour Orientation.  Applicants that do not have a Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) Operator’s license must complete the standard POV training and testing prior to applying for the motorcycle endorsement.
3.  Pass a 30 Question written examination.
4.  This interim change is now in effect pending the forthcoming update of AER 190-1. Military personnel should check with their local driver's testing station for licensing and training requirements listed in AR 385-10."
